In his position, he oversees the foundation’s work in childhood obesity, public health and vulnerable populations. Prior to joining the foundation, Dr. Marks served as assistant surgeon general after serving as director of the Centers for Disease Control’s National Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion for almost a decade.
